The Minister for the In-
terior, Mr Hunt, and the
Minister for the Abori-
gines, Mr Howson, said
that at the meeting, sug-
gested for tomorrow, they
would explain the Gov-
ernment’s  position  on
arranging ways of ensur-
ing “more effective consul-
tation between the Gov-
ernment and Aborigines.”

Several hundred Abo-

rigines, studeats and other
groups are expected to
protest on the site of the
Aboriginal tent “embassy”
torn down by police last
week.

The two ministers called
on the Aborigines and
their supporters to avoid
any form of demonstra-
tion that “could possibly
lead to violence.”

The Leader of the Fed.
eral Opposition, Mr Whit-
lam, also appealed to
demonstrators to “avoid
violence and ignore provo-
cation.”
